Code of Conduct

then. The basic aim of college activities is to develop core competence among students and inculcate in them a
profound orientation for societal welfare.

The Vision of Government College, Hisar is to develop nascent youth force into fully capable, visionary,
innovative and socially conscious human resource for India by following rigourous quality standards of higher
education as its defining core.

There should be well defined norms to be followed by students, faculty, non teaching staff and college
administration to maintain the rigour of quality benchmarks. They should know their respective sphere of activities
and be well versed in the niceties of their desired conduct in the institution. Their concern is to keep the dignity of
the institution intact by not indulging in anything which creates any blemish on the name of the institution. The
finer aspects of the respective code of conduct of different stakeholders are given below:

Code of Conduct for Students

General Rules:

. They should follow rules and regulations set by the college and follow the set procedures for completion of
different tasks with due diligence.

. They should remain in discipline and must not do anything detrimental to the safety of others.

. They should pay adequate respect to teachers and other college functionaries.

. Raggingis completely prohibited in any form and any such actis punishable.

. They must not do any harmto the property of the college.

. They must notinvolve inany sort of disruptive activity in the college.

. They should work for upholding the interests and reputation of the college.

. The wearing of ribbon identity card is must.

. Notice Boards should be read daily.

. Invacant periods, they should sitin either library or the place earmarked for them.

. The boys are notallowed in Girls’ Lawn and Girls’ Common Room.

. Tutorisyour guide, mentor and friend and should be consulted regularly.

. They must attend mentor group meetings and other college activities and functions compulsorily with
discipline.

. Cleanlinessisindispensable in the college.

. They should work for maintaining the campus greenery and environment.

. Nothing offensive should be written on walls and notice and classroom boards.

. They should switch off the fans and lights which are not in use in rooms or verandas.

. The cycle/ two wheelers which students bring in the college should be properly registered with the parking
staff.

. They are not allowed to bring four wheelers in the college campus.

. Entryinthe collegeis only for the enrolled students and any outsider other than them is strictly prohibited.

Rules regarding Classes :

The students should be regularand punctual in their classes.

They must complete their study with utmost sincerity.

They have to complete 75% attendance in classes to be allowed to sit in examination.

The regular absence for six days consecutively or fourteen days in a month may lead to striking off their
name fromthe college rolls.

They should pay proper heed to the lectures and remain in discipline in the classes.

Any lewd comment orindecent behaviour in the class is punishable.

The use of mobile phones is not allowed during the classes.

Any attemptto record the lecture of teacher without permission is prohibited.

Rules regarding Library :

The College Library is a great learning resource for the students.

They should make use of library regularly for adding to their academic endeavours.

They should get books issued from the library regularly and return them within stipulated fifteen days.

They are prohibited to make noise while sitting and studying in the reading lounge.

They should make use of the facility of e-resource centre with caution so as not to make any harm to the
facilities provided.

Tearing of any page from the books issued, defacing them and not returning them after the stipulated time
may lead to monetary punishment.

The use of mobile phonesin the library is strictly prohibited.

Rules regarding Co-curricular/Extra-curricular Activities :

The students have good many options to choose from these activities provided by different designated cells.
They must participate in at least any one of these activities.

They have to submit their name inthe beginning of the session to the concerned teachers.

They should pursue diligently the chosen activities.

They have to complete the set regimen as prescribed by rules to be entitled for the certificate wherever
applicable.

The discipline and their committed involvement is must to learn from these activities.

Rules regarding Internal Assessment :

Thereisaprovision forinternal assessment of students and the marks secured are appended with marks got
in semester examination for final result.

The internal assessment is of 20% of total marks for a paper or as decided by affiliating university from time
to time.

These marks are based on regular attendance in the classes, two assignments and one class test.

The students should remain in touch with their respective teachers for the assignment topics, the evaluative
marking and any other query.

Rules regarding Examination :

Examination is the culmination of the learning endeavours of the students.
They are supposed to appear in examinations with their full preparation and utmost probity.
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They should notindulge inany sort of copying or any other malpractice to improve their result.

Copying or facilitating others inany such activity is punishable.

The use of malpractice in examination may lead to strict punishment as provided in rules.

They should appear in examination with proper decorum and any attempt to create indiscipline or making
loud noise may lead to punishment.

They have to strictly follow the rules, regulations and norms of the affiliating university and the college.
Onexamination day, they are not allowed to carry their mobile and any other electronic device.

Rules regarding Girls' Hostel :

Thereisno entry of any students other than the hostellers in and near vicinity of the hostel.

The girl hostellers are to follow strictly the timings as decided by Hostel Warden.

They have to remain in discipline and maintain cleanliness and hygiene in the hostel campus.

They should take the responsibility of managing their affairs in the mutual interest of all inmates in
consultation with the Warden.

The use of mobile, the use of wash rooms, the cleanliness of hostel rooms, the maintenance of hostel
facilities, the upkeep of hostel mess and other such issues are to be jointly managed by the inmates with the
consultation of the Warden.

The students are supposed to abide by these rules or the rules communicated to them through notices in the

due course of their studies. If there is a case against a student for the possible breach of these rules, then Code of
Conduct Committee will look into the matter and inquire about the relevant facts. If it feels the case is appropriate
for a suitable disciplinary action, the concerned student may be awarded punishment after consulting with the

College Council and Senior Mentors. The punishment may be warning/ restriction / expulsion/ monitory penalty/
suspension orineligibility for readmission.

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Alibraryisthe heart and soul of an institution. Itis the storehouse of books and repository of knowledge. Our
college is located in the centre of the city. It’s library is housed in a palatial and peaceful building. The library has
two air-conditioned reading halls for boys and girls. There are two other big rooms in which books are neatly
arranged on the shelves. The staff has a separate reading room. 20 computers have been installed in the library
with a dedicated lease line of 10mbps internet speed. Students and teachers can use this facility to download and
read online subject related contents. Annual subscription of inflibnet is also available in the library where students
and teachers can access thousands of books and many journals which are available online. One smart and
interactive board has also been installed in the reading hall for live streaming of important events and for the
presentation of important lectures and study contents.

Student and teacher can visit the library in their free periods. The library staff of our collage is very efficient,
cooperative and humble. Our college library has more than Sixty-Three thousand books (Around 11000 books are
available in separate book bank also) concerning almost all walks of life, like philosophy, fine arts, commerce,
science and general knowledge etc. The books are properly cataloged and arranged subjects-wise. Most the books
have been updated on the SOUL software which helps in searching, issuing and returning the books online. The
college authorities issue library cards to students so that they can borrow books from the library. Books are issued
to students in their turn. Each U.G student can draw three books and P.G students can draw five books from the
library for a fortnight. In this way, everyone gets a chance to borrow the books of his/her choice. Our college library
has subscribed as many as thirty five magazines in Hindi and English. Besides this, 12 newspapers in Hindi and
Englishare also available. Inthe library, staff there are 5 members available to help the students and teachers. They
are hard working, efficient and vigilant so that books are kept systematically and in good condition. During college
hours i.e. from 9:00 am to 4.00 pm, students may study in the reading room. This library is of great help to our
teachers also, because they can consult reference books and access the internet facility for online study material
so that they can present their subjects in a more enlightened way. Books are added to this collection every year so
that students and teachers may keep pace with the latest theories and thoughts.

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Start Up Incubator

Startup India, a flagship initiative of the Govt. of India, is one of the first steps taken towards building a strong
eco-systemfor nurturing innovation and entrepreneurship inthe country.

Following this pursuit, Department of Higher Education, Govt. of Haryana has set up a Startup Incubator in
the college. This has approx. 3000 sq. ft. shell space. It has a seating capacity of 80 people, Wi-Fi facility,
mentoring room, conference room etc. and is being managed by an NGO, Startup Accelerator Chamber of
Commerce.
